Plants are easy to manage, with compact, upright tops 
and well-filled stems that resist breaking. Good vigor 
and overall plant health with strong tolerance to tipburn. 
Bulb-to-taproot attachment is narrow, proving a smaller 
than average cutting surface for easy harvest. 

This early-maturing hybrid is recommended for spring 
and early summer harvest but may be successfully 
harvested into early fall in northern and cooler climates.
